Our latest read was “Corsets to Camouflage” written by Kate Adie the well known, highly admired journalist and BBC war correspondent who we have all, at one time or other, watched in battle torn areas of the world. She is held in great esteem for her reporting and communication skills, her ability to infiltrate dangerous areas of severe unrest and riot inflamed zones.

Her book contains many interesting anecdotes of her own exploits but mainly she celebrates the remarkable and often unacknowledged heroism of women in roles –from nursing to land girls to fighter pilots- that have made significant contributions essential to military and civilian life.  She reveals the way the press and society throughout the twentieth century and up to the present day have viewed uniformed women and for the first time illuminates the experiences and attitudes of women themselves.
What did our group think of her book? To be totally frank- not much!!! While we enjoyed reading about some of her exploits, our general view was that Kate Adie is a far better war correspondent than an author. Also, she made one important omission in her book , there is not a single mention of lady traffic wardens .What a pity!!!
