I Saw a Man – Owen Sheers
This is a complex and carefully constructed story with well-drawn characters. The incident on which the main plot hinges is skilfully and patiently woven into the narrative as the story moves between the Welsh countryside, New York, Nevada and London.

It is a story in which guilt and secrets permeate every page. The central character, Michael, is a writer and his wife, Caroline, was a war journalist. A false move, a split second decision on another continent, an affair which leads to an impulsive lack of judgement show the way to a spiral of despair from which no character, whatever cathartic action they take, will be able to truly escape.
