Our latest read was ‘Life after Life’ by the award winning English writer Kate Atkinson. Her work is often celebrated for its wit ,wisdom and clever characterisation with surprising twists and plot changes. All these features are highly prominent in our latest read ‘Life after Life’.  It is a tale of life, loss and rebirth. This is a family saga of the Todds, and particularly Ursula Todd, a girl born during a storm in February 1910 who lives through the twentieth century witnessing some of the important events of our history. Ursula meets her death a number of times during the book through accidents, sickness and sometimes through violence. But every time when death claims Ursula, the story rewinds straight to the beginning, then told from a slightly different angle. The author works the minutiae and details differently each time, adding more colours to the narrative. The reader accompanies Ursula throughout her many lives. As a group we found the book easy and enjoyable reading with sparkling prose and often dark humour. Also we suggest that, if you are looking for a new author to sample, pick up any of Kate Atkinson’s many books. Our next book is something completely different; ’The Garden of Evening Mists’ by Tan Twan Eng, set in Malaya in the 1950s.
