The plot has potential; the

 individual characters have promise –but overall the end product is disappointing. 
The literary critics were extremely divided with wide ranging opinions about 

the book ; such as ‘an extraordinary venture in pretentiousness, boring with 

unbelievable characters in an unlikely setting’ says one. The other extreme, ‘a five star

 book with wonderful observation of flawed people’.
Our next book is ‘On Green Dolphin Street’.by the highly rated Sebastian Faulks;  

the critics rave about his writing. It remains to be judged by members of our group.
