The Clerk reported that the fly tipping on Cefn Bryn had been cleared.

5. AUTOMATED EXTERNAL DEFIBRILLATORS (AEDS)

The Chairman reported that the application for a grant of £5,000 for the purchase 
of AEDs and their cabinets had been submitted and that the whole process should 
take around 15 weeks if the Community Council was successful with its 
application.

6. VILLAGE ENHANCEMENT SCHEME (VES)

Cllr. Bowen-Simpkins reported that he had not heard anything from the City and 
County of Swansea with respect to the VES – he stated that the local authority 
need to inform Reynoldston Community Council whether there are any funds 
available.  Cllr. Bevan to ask other community and town councils at the next 
meeting of One Voice Wales for their experiences when dealing with the City and 
County of Swansea.
7. VILLAGE GREENS
The Chairman reported that he had been contacted by Chis Smith of Knight Frank.  The Somerset Trust are still waiting to agree a lease with a local business before signing what would be a secondary lease with the Community Council.  However, it was proposed that a three way conversation take place between Chris Smith, Knight Frank’s solicitors and Hedleys (solicitors for Reynoldston Community Council) to agree a licence to do the work on the Higher Green that is part of the VES.  The terms of the licence would then be added to the lease.
