	2.
	To approve the minutes of the previous meeting 
The Clerk was asked to make some minor changes to the minutes regarding typo errors.  The Clerk agreed to the changes and would republish them on the website.
Cllr. Ashelby proposed they be accepted and Cllr. Clarke seconded.  This was agreed by all present.

	Matters arising
All items in the minutes were also on the agenda and would be discussed during the meeting. 
 

	4.
	Questions from members of the public (limited to 15 minutes) 
There were no members of the public present or had requested to attend via Zoom.


	5.
	Co-option of new Councillor
There had been no new offers to sit as a Councillor.  The previous enquirer had not been resident for a year in the Community area.  Cllr. Clarke reminded the Council there was another enquiry but he could not attend on Tuesday evenings due to work commitments.

The Clerk was asked to contact the enquirer and see when the year period is up, otherwise, the Council would consider changing the day of the meetings and this would be discussed at the next meeting.


	6.
	Update on boundary changes
Notice had been received from Huw Evans, Head of Democratic Services at City & County of Swansea that he had received notification from the Welsh Senedd that the mergers will be going ahead and Reynoldston Community Council will be merged with Penrice, Port Eynon and Rhossili Community Councils from the 6th May 2027.
The Clerk had attended a recent One Voice Wales meeting where the matter was discussed and the recommendations were to keep a bank balance available and consider increasing the precept to have funds for the new Community Council.  This matter would be discussed at the next meeting which is also the Budget meeting.


	7.
	Grants 
The Clerk supplied all Councillors with an updated record of Finances including future Income and Committed Expenses before discussing the proposed grants.

Several grants were on the table and each were discussed.
With regard to the Reynoldston Village Hall grant, Cllrs. Clarke and Spacie both declared an interest and would not take part in the discussion or vote.

Cllr. Cousins reminded the Councillors that the offer for the Village Small Grants was still open as there was no end date and there was C£1500 to be ringfenced for these grants.

The Christmas tree, usually ordered by the St. George’s Church but paid for by the Community Council had been ordered this year by the Clerk and would be delivered in December.  An estimated value of £200 was agreed with some variation if required.

Reynoldston Village Hall – proposed to offer £1000

The Graveyard of St. George’s Church had sent in a request for £3000.  The budget had been set at £2000 but the request was based on previous invoices to be circa £2500 and they had allowed for increases in this year.  

A request had arrived to support the use of batteries for the smaller lights around the Village Green.  It was agreed for members of the committee who look after these decorations to purchase the batteries and offer receipts to the Clerk to reimburse them.  A figure of circa £200 was suggested.

The Village Newsletter has received a grant every year of £150 but it was agreed to increase this to £200

The grant to the Air Ambulance was out on hold until later in the year to ensure sufficient funds remain.

A further grant to Reynoldston Village Hall was also put on hold until later in the year to again ensure sufficient funds remain.

Councillor Ashelby proposed the Community Council pay all these grants and this was seconded by Cllr. Thomas.  The matter was agreed by all present with the exception of Cllrs. Clarke and Spacie who abstained due to a Conflict of Interest.



	8.
	Village greens and highways
The Clerk had heard back from the Commoners, who had received a communication from the Land Agents that they were happy to proceed with the work on the Upper Green.  The Clerk had advised NRP Landscapes to commence the work along with the other landscaping quotations that had been received.

After the Clerk had met with Cllr. Lewis of City & County of Swansea, work had started in clearing the water bed at the culvert by the Post office.  The Clerk had thanked Cllr. Lewis for becoming involved.

Two other matters that had been discussed by the Clerk with Cllr. Lewis had not commenced, i.e. the Stream in Robin’s Lane regarding ownership and the possible speed signs at the Post office.  The Clerk was asked to chase these matters up with Cllr. Lewis.
